At the August Ordinary
Council Meeting for the Shire
of Katanning, held on Tuesday
24 August 2021, the following
items were approved:

Community Meeting Rooms
Council endorsed the naming
of the old Shire Offices
located at 16 Austral Terrace
Katanning as the Katanning
Community and Medical
Centre and that the meeting
rooms be identified as the
Community Meeting Rooms.

Council will make provision in
the 2021/22 Schedule of Fees
and Charges for the hire fee
structure currently being used
for the Library Community
Room to be applied to the
Community Meeting Rooms.

Council will give priority use
to Seniors Groups of the
Community Meeting Rooms
and will amend the Katanning
Community Groups Hire
Charge Policy to include free
use for community groups of
the Community Meeting
Rooms, as proposed.
