Issue:

To consider the merit of a submission for a Community Sport and Recreation Facility Funding
grant to upgrade Quartermaine Oval.

Body/Background:

At the Ordinary Council meeting in August 2023, Council endorsed the Katanning Leisure Centre
Master Plan and Concept Design Report; and prioritised the upgrade of Quartermaine Oval as
stage one of the project due to it directly relating to improved participation levels, safety, and
usability.

The proposed works for Quartermaine Oval include:
e Surface replacement (drainage, re-leveling, additional sub-base, topsoil, new irrigation
and turf
e A new synthetic turf wicket
e Two new cricket practice nets
e Two new coaches boxes, interchange benches and a officials box
e Replacement oval floodlighting to 100 lux standard
e Power and sub-main switch board (SMSB) upgrade for the new flood lights.

Officer’'s Comment:

In January 2023, the Shire obtained a concept plan based estimate from a Quantity Surveyor
for the oval components. The project team excluded tree planting, new goal posts and the
relocation of the scoreboard (not required) and added a power and sub-main switch board
upgrade for the new flood lights to the QS estimate. This resulted in an estimated project cost
of $2.41million.

To ensure viability of the project the following items were then added:
e Regional loading (15%)
e Contingency (10%)
e Escalation (6% per annum)

This results in a project estimate of $3.62million (ex. GST). Note that this is a preliminary cost
only based on a high-level concept plan. More certainty about project costs will only be
available following the detailed design phase of the project.
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The Community Sport and Recreation Facilities Fund (CSRFF) is managed by the Department of
Local Government, Sport and Cultural Industries (DLGSCI) and provides $20 million annually to
community groups and local government authorities.

Projects must aim to increase

development of sustainable, good quality, well-designed and well-utilised facilities.

The CSRFF will fund up to one third of the total eligible project costs, with potential for 50% of
eligible costs through a ‘Development Bonus’. The Development Bonus is not guaranteed and
therefore it is necessary to demonstrate that the Shire (or other third party) has capacity to
fund the remaining two thirds of the eligible project costs Projects are to be implemented

between 2024/25 and 2026/27.

If the estimated cost implications to the Shire are considered to be too high, then Council could
opt to remove the oval lighting replacement from the project. The current lighting is old and
does not meet minimum requirements however it still basically works. This could be delayed
until such time as the Shire has sufficient funds for its implementation. It is recommended that
the basic electrical infrastructure is installed to avoid abortive works.

Local government authorities are tasked with ranking CSRFF applications in their area using the
following structure. The Shire has one CSRFF (Forward Planning) grant application for the
September 2023 round being to upgrade Quartermaine Oval.

It is recommended that Council afford this project a priority ranking of 1, rate it as “A - Well
planned and needed by municipality” and endorse the submission of the grant application to
the DLGSCI for consideration in the CSRFF grant round. Applications are due by close of business
on Friday 29 September.

Endorsement of for the grant submission may lead to Council approving the expenditure of
supporting funding for the upgrade of Quartermaine Oval, if the funding grant is successful.

The perceived level of risk is considered to be “Medium” and will require the allocation
of additional funding to address the lack of investment in Shire assets. This lack of investment
is contributing to the issues with the Asset Sustainability Ratio.
