PROJECTS UPDATE 
Piesse Lake Draft Masterplan was presented to the 
community on 2 May 2016 with 22 attendees. The 
draft design was positively accepted. The final design 
and details are currently on-going and the draft design 
is available upon request at the Shire Administration.  
Lake Ewlyamartup sculpture has been installed by 
Katanning Landcare. The toilets are almost complete 
and the boat ramp is scheduled for completion by end 
of May. The Shire hopes everyone enjoys and cares 

for the new facilities.  
Town Hall internal toilets are 
complete. The new kitchen and 
bar facilities will be functioning 
soon. Watch this space! 

ADOPT A SPOT 
The Adopt-A-Spot initiative is a 
collaboration between the Shire 
of Katanning, St Patrick's Primary 
School and the Katanning Action 
Network that will see improvements made to the 
garden area adjoining the railway reserve on the 
corner of Clive and Taylor Streets. This is the first 
allocated spot the Shire has provided, with the aim of 
a successful project that that will encourage other 
organisations in the community to follow suit. The 
students have planned to install a path leading to a 
mosaic of the school crest surrounded by St Patrick's 
roses, new plants and trees and install an 
arrangement of totem poles that will represent the 
school's past and present, and its links to the 
community.

NETBALL CARNIVAL 
On 5 May 2016 the Katanning 
Leisure Centre hosted the 2016 
Bendigo Community Bank High 
School Netball Carnival. 50 teams  
(both male and female teams) 
participated from 15 schools in 
the Great Southern including; Katanning, Wagin, 
Narrogin, Denmark, Albany and Jerramungup.

STATUE REVEAL 
On 5 May 2016 Katanning 
Landcare, KSHS Clontarf 
Academy, Noongar elders, the 
Shire of Katanning and 
Lotterywest unveiled the new 
sculpture at Lake Ewlyamartup. 
The project began in 2014 when Noongar elders 
requested a permanent acknowledgment of the long-
standing cultural connection between Indigenous 
people and Lake Ewlyamartup to be included in the 
site plans.  Various workshops resulted in the 
construction of a family of four made from recycled 
agricultural scrap material from local farms by the 
KSHS Clontarf Academy with the assistance of 
professional metal sculpture artist Voytek Kozlowski.
